It has identified nine banks for
participation in the pilot launch. They are the State
Bank of India, Bank of Baroda, Union Bank. of
India, HDFC Bank, ICICI Bank, Kotak Mahindra
Bank, Yes Bank, IDFC First Bank, and HSBC.

A Central Bank Digital Currency (CBDC) or
Digital Rupeeis a digital form of currency notes
issued by a central bank. Digital currency or rupee is
an electronic form of money, that can be used in
contactless transactions.

Presenting Union Budget 2022, Finance Minister
NirmalaSitharaman announced that the Reserve
Bank of India (RBI) would be rolling out its digital
currency soon.

Chandrachud and HimaKohli regretted that such a
method of examination was being used even today.
This court has time and again deprecated the use of
two finger-test in cases alleging rape and sexual
assault. The so called test has no scientific basis. It
instead re-victimises and re-traumatises women. The
two finger test must not be conducted. The test is
based on an incorrect assumption that.a sexually active
woman cannot be raped:Nothing can be further
from the truth.

Gujarat Government Set Up Committee To
Implement Uniform Civil Code(UCC)

With Gujarat headed to Assembly elections and
awaiting -the release of
the poll schedule, state
Home Minister Harsh
Sanghavi announced

that  the cabinet had
decided to form a
committee  for the

implementation of the Uniform Civil Code (UCC)
in the state.

Gujarat is the second BJP-ruled state after
Uttarakhand to constitute a committee of experts on
the UCC. Chief Ministers of Himachal Pradesh and
Assam, also ruled by the BJP, too have backed the
UCC proposal.

The committee will be constituted under
the leadership of a retired judge of the High Court.
The cabinet has given the Chief Minister the right to
constitute the committee and it is expected to
comprise three-four members. Its scope of work too
will be decided.

‘Permacrisis’ is a word that describes living in an age
of continued upheaval; Collins defines the noun as ‘an
extended period of instability and insecurity’.
According to The Guardian, Collins chose permacrisis
as the word of the year as it “sums up quite succinctly
how truly awful 2022 has been for so many people”. It
is the top word in the annual compilation of the 10
new or noteworthy words from the 18-billion word
database monitored by Collins and from other sources
like social media. Permacrisis is also one of six new
words on the list added to CollinsDictionary.com.

India. Tops List of Countries With Cheapest
Manufacturing Costs

India 'has been ranked as the nation with the
cheapest manufacturing cost ahecad of China and
Vietnam, according to a report. According to the US
News and World Report, out of 85 nations, India
has bagged the 31st position in the overall Best
Countries ranking.

The report evaluates 85 countries across 73
attributes. Attributes are grouped into 10 sub-

categories, including adventure, agility,
entrepreneurship, open for business, social purpose
and quality of life.

Under the open-for-business sub-category, India has
scored 100 per centwhen it comes to
cheap manufacturing costs. India featured at the 37th
spot in the ‘Open for Business’ category. But in
‘favourable tax environment’, it has scored 16.2 out of
100; 18.1 in the ‘not corrupt’ category and 3.5 in
‘transparent government policies’.

Supreme Court Upholds Constitutional Validity of
EWS Quota In 3:2 Verdict

The Supreme Court (SC) upheld the 10 per cent
reservation for the economically weaker section
(EWS) among forward castes in government jobs and
colleges across India. A Bench comprising Chief
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Justice of India (CJI) U ULalit and Justices Dinesh
Maheshwari, S RavindraBhat, Bela M Trivedi, and
J B Pardiwala delivered the judgment.

Of the five judgments  delivered, Justice
RavindraBhat and CJI Lalit gave dissenting
judgment.

Reading out the verdict, Justice Maheshwari said that
the 103rd constitutional amendment for the EWS
quota was valid and did not violate the basic structure
of the Constitution. Reservation, he said, is an
instrument of affirmative action to ensure an all-
inclusive march towards the goals of an egalitarian
society.

India Set to Become World’s Most Populous
Country in 2023: UN Report

India is projected to surpass China as the world’s
most populous
country in 2023, with
each  counting more
than 14 billion
residents this year,
according to the 27th
edition of the United
Nations’ World
Population Prospects, 2022.

The world’s population, estimated to reach8
billion by Nov. 15 this year, could grow to 8.5 billion
in 2030, and 10.4 billion in 2100, as the pace of
mortality slows, said the report released on World
Population Day.

The world’s population was growing at its slowest
pace since 1950, having fallen below 1% in 2020, UN
estimates showed.

In 2021, the average fertility of the world’s
population stood at 2.3 births per woman over a
lifetime, having fallen from about 5 births in
1950. Global fertility is projected to decline further
to 2.1 births per woman by 2050.

baseball. Cambridge Dictionary also saw other five-
letter words surging in search in 2022 due to
the “Wordle effect”.

The American spelling of “humor” caused the second-
highest spike in 2022, followed by ”caulk”, tacit,
and ”bayou”, the third, fourth, and fifth place
respectively. Cambridge said that the decision to

choose this word was influenced by the famous game
‘Wordle’.

Mumbai has become the first Indian city to be added
to the A-list in the Sth Annual Cities Report
published by CDP, a non-profit organisation that runs
the world’s environmental disclosure
system for companies, cities, states, and regions —
recognises the important role that cities play in taking
bold actions to mitigate and adopt to climate change.

Mumbai is the most populous city in India, and,
globally, the 7th largest in terms of population.

Mumbai stood at 22nd rankin a global index that
measures annual price [
appreciation of
premium residential
properties, according
to Knight Frank. In its
report on ‘Prime
Global Cities Index
Q3 (July-September) 2022°, Property consultant
Knight Frank said that all three Indian cities: Mumbai,
Bengaluru and New Delhi, registered an increase in
average annual prices in the third quarter of 2022.

The report further cited that Dubai recorded the fastest
rise in prime prices with an 88.8 per cent increase
during a 12-month change (Q3 2021- Q3 2022),
while Wellington was the weakest performing market
with a decline of 18 per cent.

Some European cities registered strong performance in
prime prices during Q3
2022. Zurich (10.7%), Edinburgh  (9.9%),. Berlin
(9.4%), Dublin (8.6%), and Madrid (5.6%) have all
risen the rankings in the last 12 months despite the
drop-in sentiment and the slowdown in the Eurozone’s
economy.

Russia now supplies almost 22% of India’s
total crude imports, ahead of Iraq’s 20.5 per cent and
Saudi Arabia’s 16 per cent.

Netherlands Turns Top Buyer of Indian Petro-
Products Amid Ukraine War

The Netherlands has emerged as the top destination
for India’s petroleum product exports such as petrol
and diesel in the first half of the current fiscal year.
This change comes in the wake of the Ukraine war,
with India continuing to buy discounted crude oil
from sanctions-hit Russia.

This bump in exports has also resulted in the
Netherlands becoming the third biggest
market for India’s overall exports, thereby replacing
China. China is now displaced to the 4th position,
accounting for just3.3% of total outbound
shipments.

US Treasury Removes India From Its Currency
Monitoring List

The US Department of Treasury removed India
along with Italy, AW T
Mexico, <Thailand 4 f
and Vietnam from
its Currency
Monitoring

List. China, Japan, .
Korea, Germany, Malaysia, Singapore, and Taiwan
are the seven economies that are a part of the
current monitoring list, the Department of Treasury
said in its biannual report to the Congress.

China’s failure to publish foreign exchange
intervention and broader lack of
transparency around key features of its exchange rate
mechanism makes it an outlier among major
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economies and warrants Treasury’s close monitoring,
said the report.

The move came on a day when Secretary of the
Treasury Janet Yellen visited New Delhi and held
talks with Finance Minister NirmalaSitharaman. On
her first wvisit to India, United States Treasury
Secretary Janet Yellen quoted President Joe Biden,
saying that India is an “indispensable partner to the
United States”. India had been on the list for the
last two years.

ASEAN Agreedto Admit East Timor as 11th
member

The Association of Southeast Asian Nations
(ASEAN) has agreed in principle to admit East Timor
as the group’s 1l1th
member, the 10 member-
bloc said’ in a statement,
more than a decade after the
country requested
membership.

The half-island nation,
officially. called Timor Leste, will also be granted
observer status at high-level ASEAN meetings, the
bloc said after regional leaders met in Phnom Penh
for a summit. The country would be the first new
member of the regional grouping in more than two
decades, since Cambodia was admitted in 1999.

East Timor province remained in Portuguese
possession until 1975, when one of the major political
parties there, Fretilin (Revolutionary Front for an
Independent East Timor), gained control of much of
the territory and in November declared its
independence as the Democratic Republic of East
Timor.

Their meeting came amid a time of
uncertainty and increased tensions between the
superpowers.

On 15 November 2022, the world’s populatlon is

projected to reach 8
billion people, a
milestone in  human
development. This

unprecedented growth is
due to the gradual
increase  in  human
lifespan owing to improvements in pubhc health
nutrition, personal hygiene and medicine. It is‘also the
result of high and persistent levels of fertility in some
countries.

This projection was revealed in the United Nation’s
World Population Prospectus 2022. The prospectus
was released on World Population Day, which fell'on
July 11. However, it began. garnering widespread
attention only recently with the day of 8 billion fast
approaching.

While it took the global population 12 years to grow
from 7 to 8 billion, it will take approximately 15
years—until 2037— for it to reach 9 billion, a sign that
the overall ;growth rate of the global population is
slowing.

year.

Shares in the e-commerce and cloud company fell
4.3%, pushing its market valueto about $879
billion from a record close at $1.88 trillion on July
2021. The stock has lost around 48% of its value this
year alone, and is a far cry from July 2021 when
the company’s market cap almost touched $1.9
trillion.

Amazon’s market value fell. below the $1 trillion
mark on November 1, days after the company
posted mixed third-quarter earnings and projected the
company’s slowest fourth-quarter growth ever.

Russia. Replaces China to Become the Biggest
Supplier of Fertilizers to India

Russia. has become India’s biggest fertilizer
supplier for the first time. Russian
exporters reportedly grabbed a21% share of the
Indian fertilizer
market in the first M
half of the 2022-23

fiscal
year, overtaking

China, previously
India’s largest
supplier.

Russian exports reportedly surged 371%, to a
record 2.15 million tons from April to October. In
monetary terms, India’s imports over this period
increased by 765%, to $1.6 billion. Russia’s share of
Indian fertilizer imports was hovering around 6%
during the last fiscal year, while China’s stood at
24%. In the first half of 2022-23, China’s exports to
India halved to 1.78 million tons amid growing
Russian supplies.

Global prices for fertilizers jumped in March after
the US, the EU and allied states introduced
sanctions against fertilizer supplies from Russia
and Belarus. While Western countries have since
backtracked on the ban, Russia has found new
markets, mostly in Asia, for its exports.

US Bans the Use of Chinese Companies Huawei,
ZTE Telecom Equipment Sales

The Biden administration has banned approvals of
new telecommunications equipment from China’s
Huawei Technologies and ZTE because they
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pose “an  unacceptable risk” to U.S. national
security.

(FCCO) said, it had adopted the final rules, which also
bar the sale or import of equipment made by China’s
surveillance equipment maker Dahua Technology,
video surveillance firm Hangzhou Hikvision Digital

Technology and telecoms firm Hytera
Communications Corp.
The five-member FCC said, it had voted

unanimously to adopt new rules that will block the
importation or sale of the targeted products.
